Before moving the product, please disconnect the electrical plug from the wall outlet and secure the mechanism to prevent 
unexpected opening or movement. Never move the product by the mechanism, legrest, handle, or reclining back.

Do not attempt to disassemble or service the adaptor or motor. No serviceable parts are inside.

Do not allow electrical cord to be pinched between moving parts or between the frame and the floor. Do not place cord 
under carpet or in location where it could become worn.

Unplug the power cord immediately if you detect strange odors or fumes coming from the chair.

PLEASE KEEP ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION FOR FUTURE REFERENCE
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Avoid exposing furniture directly to sunlight or heating and air conditioning outlets. Exposure to sunlight or heating and air 
conditioning outlets will fade/damage fabric.
Wipe gently with a damp soft cloth to remove dust, dirt and any grime build up.
